Haydite availabilty: 
 
I still have some haydite available if 
anyone is interested.  Haydite is the 
fired clay additive to bonsai mix that 
helps the soil retain water, but drain 
quickly. It also helps with the 
propagation of hair roots. Because of 
the increase in the cost of oil and the 

fact that it is fired clay, the cost has 
more than tripled since my last trip. I 
have some available for members, but 
the cost will be $3/gallon. You will have 
to stop by my place to get it and provide 
your own container. I have both ¼” and 
3/8” sizes. There were some fines in the 
mix but I would imagine that they have 
settled from the trip home.
